The competition suits must be equally porous in all parts, both from the outside 

in and  from the inside out.
Label and plomb systems, will be valid during the transition period until the end of the 2017/18 season.


	For GS/SG/DH label attesting conformity with FIS specifications, affixed at the back of the lower left leg above the top of the ski boot cuff area of the competition suit is compulsory.
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	Label attesting conformity with FIS specifications for Alpine competition suits:
Minimum Width:  30mm
Minimum Height: 45mm
	

	Crash helmets

6. – 6.2.3
	The use of crash helmets is compulsory at all FIS alpine ski events.  

For SL helmet model to be certified under EN 1077 or ASTM 2040 as minimum standards. 

NB1: Soft ear padding is allowed

NB2: crash helmets fulfilling higher safety standards can be used a fortiori in SL               


	For GS/SG/DH label attesting conformity with FIS specifications, affixed in a visible location at back of the helmet is compulsory.
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	Label attesting conformity with FIS specifications for Alpine racing helmets:
Minimum Width:  10mm
